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Protocol
Purpose

General Practice experiences a large volume of requests for prescriptions every day. To safely and efficiently undertake this we have implemented a framework outlining the process and what drugs constitute as acute/urgent prescriptions.  The management of urgent prescriptions support patients safely through less surgery interruptions and enabling the GPs to work uninterrupted.

Protocol

· When Urgent medication is requested, we must establish whether it is the fault of the practice, and the script was not issued as requested or the patient has left the request too late.
· If the practice establishes that this is not an error on the practices part, check against the provided list of medications classed by the practice as urgent.
· If the prescription is urgent, explain to the patient that it will be sent to the pharmacy of their choice that same day.

· Patients who repeatedly request their prescriptions on an urgent basis will receive a letter warning them that they must comply with practice policy.

· Patients should be reminded that requests for routine prescriptions should be made well in advance to avoid medical lapses.

· Hospital Treatment Advice Notes will be processed within five working days of receipt as urgently needed medication will be provided by the treating hospital.
· If a patient runs out of medication, they can choose to visit their local pharmacy to seek emergency supply by their repeat slip or labelled medicine box.  The pharmacist will assess if appropriate and the patient will have to pay, alternatively the patient can call 111.

· All patients taking repeat medications should be advised to order their next supply when they have 14 days left of their current supply.

· Requests for repeat prescriptions must be made in writing or via our online services.  To avoid mistakes and ensure your safety we do not accept requests for prescriptions over the phone.

· If you are requested to see a doctor for a review of your medication, please ensure you book an appointment with reception well in advance to avoid delays to your treatment.
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
